Facilitated by the PNP Coordinator following 5 AAC 40.245 

Hatchery operator submits the PAR form to the PNP Coordinator. 

Due by Feb. 15th of the year the proposed alteration is to occur.

Review by ADF&G 
staff, including 
Gene Conservation 
Lab, Pathology, 
Sport Fishery 
Managers, and 
Commercial 
Fishery Managers.

Division of Commercial Fisheries Director and Division of 
Sport Fish Director review

PNP Coordinator compiles all reviews

If the PAR is approved, a Notice of 
Permit Alteration (NPA) is issued that 
amends the Hatchery Permit. 

Aquaculture Section Chief review

PNP Coordinator compiles the PAR, RPT recommendation, ADF&G staff 
recommendations, reviews, and prepares a draft memo summarizing all comments

ADF&G Commissioner

Operator submits applications 
for any relevant Fish Transport 
Permits.

ADF&G staff 
consider RPT 
discussion and 
may update 
their review.
