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Zarembo Island Elk Background

• The Alaska Board of Game established a new Zarembo Island 
elk drawing hunt (DE324) in 2023.

• No data available to make meaningful population 
composition estimates.

• To date the greatest number of elk observed on Zarembo 
was 36 in 2004. 
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• Identified ~20 individual 
bulls in 2023 and 2024 using 
unique antler characteristics.
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• Service cameras April 2026.

• Relocate and/or increase total 
number of cameras if needed.

• Investigate if current camera 
density is sufficient to develop a 
population estimate.

• Install cameras on Etolin Island 
to monitor elk.

• An adult male mountain lion was captured in a wolf snare 
on Kuiu Island in April 2025.
